And now | want to share my experience working with Wordwall, how to improve
learners’ speaking, critical thinking skills.

Nowadays 10 pointed formative assessment is required in educational system.

We know that every lesson should be ended with speaking English.

At the beginning of the lesson | will give learners assessment sheets and explain
the instruction of tasks.

If my lesson consists of four types of tasks, the last task will be speaking. And
there are assessment points for every task. | use Random wheel option for speaking
task in Wordwall. Students spin the wheel which item comes up next. For every
question is given from 2-5 points. You can see a descriptor for speaking.

Technology is transforming the way we learn and teach by empowering the
learners, by giving them the ownership of choosing how to learn, what to learn and
where to learn. We don’t only choose the technological tool because it’s new and cool,
it has to be something that really helps the students to learn and also it must not be too
difficult. As the teachers of foreign languages, we always need to use ICT in the
classroom as means of introducing media content. Here we can create the English-
speaking atmosphere, present audios, songs and podcasts by native speakers. In the
course of my teaching practice, | have used active boards with their different functions,
Activevotes, tablets, laptops or computers. Activevotes were very interecting to use,
but the process of organizing the work was too difficult and needed too much time.




But with the development of technology, smart phones and internet connection
became available in every classroom even in remote areas as our village and this
opened a new way for teachers to adapt these gadgets into the teaching process.

John Dewey once said, “If we teach today as we taught yesterday, we rob our
children of tomorrow.”

Nowadays teachers try to combine pedagogy’s and ICT tools and resources to
create child-centered lessons that engage the students in learning the skills that they
will need to be successful in the future. If we successfully integrate the technology into
classroom we can develop students’ lifelong love for learning. Using ICT in the
classroom should enhance teaching and facilitate the learning process.




There are various types of ICT applications used in the classroom, but | have my
own criteria to choose the right option. They are simplicity, free access, rich content
and possibility to assess all the students in the class. As teachers of English, we have
got the advantage upon other subjects: we have got access into valueless and rich
content of EFL .Therefore, resources like Liveworksheets.com and Classtime have got
the priority over other websites. They are free, easy to use for teachers and as well as
students. You can save your time by finding and using different options of exercises,
tasks or tests among their rich content.

The main ideas and principles I’'m going to review will help you to be able to
assist your students in organizing engaging lessons | hope that you\ll be inspired to use
some of these specific technologies in your lessons.

Classtime

Classtime is an assessment platform that can be used both in class and in remote
settings that allows the teacher to get real time feedback and immediate visibility into
each student’s learning process. With Classtime you will be able to build engaging
lessons with access to your pre-made question sets in your public library

button, which will take you into the demo-session.

Here you will see the simulation of all processes which will take place while
organizing the work. First of all, we should log on the website, by creating a username
and password or by using our Google account. The latest is preferable. After that, we
should create a class, by entering the class name and the subject.



Here we can add students’ emails. The next step is choosing ready tasks or
creating our own ones. There are seven types of questions; also we can add audio or
video files.

Here we can choose the points which will be given to each question. Once you
chose the questions and added them to your library, you are able to start the session.

Your students can join the session by scanning the QR code or you can send
them a link. As for me, | open my Whatsapp page on the computer beforehand, copy
the link and share it here.
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Students press the link, enter their names and start doing the task. The teacher can set
the time and choose the chances to allow the students.
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The peculiarity of this app is that the teacher can see the results of each student and the
portrait of the whole class. Moreover, we can download the results in Excell or PDF
forms that is available at any time.

Another resource which | constantly use is Liveworksheets.com. The advantage
of this website is rich and colourful content, various exercises graded in different levels
and grouped into different grammatical and lexical categories. | have never created
my own questions in this website, because there were countless examples of
appropriate exercises that | needed. To use this resource we perform only few actions:
open the website, write the necessary lexical or grammatical category or rule, choose
the best one that fits your students and share the link. You or your students do not have
to registrate on this website, after doing the test they can only choose the button “Check
my answers” instead of the button “Send to my teacher”. The system automatically
checks the students’ answers and shows their results in the form of 10 point score which
is really convenient to use as a formative assessment.

Summing up the presentation, | want to quote Bill Gates’s words: “Technology
Is just a tool. In terms of getting the kids working together and motivating them, the
teacher is most important.” So it means that even the beat application or technological
tool cannot replace the teacher for students. We are the people who prepare the young
generation to meet the challenges of the 21% century and be successful.

What is Pecha Kucha?

Pecha Kucha is a presentation form of 20 images for
20 seconds. The slides change automatically and the
speaker must synchronize their speech with the images.
It’s sometimes also called a 20x<20 presentation. So the
entire presentation always lasts for exactly 6 minutes and
40 seconds.

It started in Tokyo in 2003, designed by architects
Pecha Kucha translates as “the sound of conversation”™ or
“chit-chat” in Japanese.

| have been using Pecha Kucha for my lessons for a couple of years now,
and | have found the basic constraints of this presentational format to be
very useful for my student presentations.

The essence of Pecha Kucha is to intentionally set limits on speakers using
slideware

| have found that the basic constraint of 20 slides each lasting 20 seconds.

Students tend to use images or graphs as supporting elements only,
frequently selecting images and clip arts from the first page of Google image
search on any given topic.

Then I start by stressing what students should not do in a Pecha Kucha:
1. Don’t use too much text
2. Avoid reading directly from the slides
3. Avoid images that don’t advance your topic or contribute meaningful
visual information

These are all higher level of intellectual behaviors according to Bloom’s
taxonomy. To make a good Pecha Kucha, a student has to be able to analyze,
evaluate, and create. In this regard, it is fun to consider how a Pecha Kucha
reflects your point of view about a subject—this style of presentation is good
at formulating points of view.

In closing, Pecha Kucha should be a fun activity in the classroom, but one
that shouldn’t be treated lightly.

in education has resulted in the creation of more opportunities for students to become
the main focus of education. In this student-centered environment, students are
expected to be more active, motivated and independent in their learning process.

Teachers must adjust their teaching to match the motivations of their students.

Students presented with too easy or too difficult material will eventually become bored
and unmotivated. So, we can bring task variation and modification by means of ICTs
in the classroom. Motivated students will be more likely to perform at their highest
levels because of the opportunities that their teachers have made available and such
opportunities can be created via ICT.

Working with the Internet students are active, that is, they search,
research, choose, solve, create, work without waiting for someone. The student is able
to choose the necessary information, think independently and make decisions. They
learn to search independently, get the right information and process it, develop
computer literacy.

| used to forbid students to use their cell phones in class because they interrupted
the lesson, but now my attitude has changed. | have found that it can be used in the
classroom as a tool for information retrieval and for collaboratively student’s work or
feedback.

Because | think that the processing of information that is not in the
book on a computer with the help of electronic means, displaying it on the Internet via
video (video), copying it will facilitate both the work of the teacher and the student.

The best simple, free service application for creating interactive tasks is Kahoot. This
service can be used for conducting various quizzes, discussions, tests and surveys in
the classroom and for distance learning in order to quickly check students’ knowledge.



You can use it to create a test, survey, educational game or educational
marathon. The application works on both the desktop version and smartphones. Tasks
created in Kahoot involve choosing the correct answer from the suggested answers.
You can add photos and even video clips to the tasks. There is no limit to the number
of questions. Finally, save your test and you can restart it. The test can be taken as a
competition between both students. It is designed for speed, and the one who answers
quickly will be the winner. The teacher can enter a score for the questions of his choice:
for those who answered correctly and for speed. The scoreboard is displayed on the
teacher's computer monitor. The test can be taken directly on the mobile application or
on the service website. You can share the test link on the website or social networks.

One of the features of the Kahoot application is the ability to repeat and edit
tests. The site of the service contains games and quizzes on various topics and
disciplines. In addition, you can use not only the tolls created in your account, but also
the materials of other users, including editing them to your liking.

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Also, | recommend using the online service Word wall to effectively organize
lessons in any subject. Word wall is one of the main tasks of the educational process -
a universal learning resource that helps to motivate students! Word wall is a
multifunctional tool for creating interactive and printed materials. The resource allows
teachers to use many interactive exercises and simulators to prepare for different
subjects! Exercises on the Internet can be considered as simple and completely like
computer games, so the conditions set by the teacher, based on the requirements of a
particular lesson and due to learning outcomes of the lesson. The conditions and
content of each game can be changed and supplemented.
